4. March 8, 2009  -  Donut sale for Marion Elementary School children to help with shoes, school supplies, field trips, counseling services, summer school, clothing, activity fees.  Asking for $150.00 matching funds  M/S/A

5. April 10, 2009  -  Vancouver Families – buy food and supplies for baskets to be handed out to poor families for Easter.  Asking for $1600.00 Hands on Service Project.  M/S/A  $1200.00
