· Camp Lutherwood, Cheshire, Or, Grace Lutheran Church, to help with expense/repair of swimming pool.  Rummage Sale Fundraiser.  Asking for $175.00.  M/S/A.

· Lewis River Mobile Food Bank – hands on project of Highland Lutheran to deliver food to points in the area for distribution, 90% funding for food and 10% funding operating expense.  Asking for $1200.00.  M/S/A.

· Rocksolid Community Teen Center, Battle Ground WA, Bethel Lutheran, Garage/Bake Sale/Car Wash Fundraiser.  Asking for $1200.  M/S/A.

· Food Baskets/Community Concerns, Family of Christ Lutheran, Rummage Sale Fundraiser.  Asking for $1000.00 M/S/A.

· In His Hands Preschool, Memorial Lutheran, Portland Marathon Fundraiser for Preschool Scholarships.  Asking for $1200.00.  Tabled for more information.

· SPECIAL REQUEST EXCEPTION:  Courtney Newell and fellow students at Union High School made bracelets to sell as a fundraiser for earthquake relief in Haiti.  Because the response was so great to the nationally advertized matching funding from Thrivent (Home Office), that avenue was quickly depleted, and Clark County Thrivent Chapter was approached for funding.  Asking for $500.00. While local Thrivent chapters fund locally, it was noted that as an exception in this unusual situation, the Clark County Chapter would approve the request. M/S/A.
· The Irish Potato Feast fundraiser that was discussed last meeting and approved was not included in the minutes.  Asking $1000.00 M/S/A.  Irish Potato Feast is approved as recorded in this month’s minutes.

· Firm Foundation Christian School, Battle Ground, Auction Fundraiser for the School. Asking for $1200.00.  Julie Aalborg noted the request came to her on the wrong form (Care in Regions) and she was passing the request to Clark County Chapter.  M/S/A that Clark County Chapter pre-approve the request with the understanding that the school resubmit the request on Care in Community form.
$7700.00 (does not include Irish Potato Feast that was approved last month, but showing approved in this month's minutes.) in project funding had been approved.  Funding of $6275.00 was approved today.  Total approved funding:  $13975.00.
Mark noted he needs to step down from his position on the board effective pending a replacement.

· The Youth Ski Retreat held in February was a success.  Fifty people attended.

· A Progressive Lock-In is planned for April 23 and 24th.  8th graders will be invited, as well as high school students. The youth will start at St. John’s, then go bowling at Crosley Lanes, and later to Mountain View Ice Arena for Ice Skating, then return to St. John’s.  Pizza will be served. Peter is planning for approximately 75 youth, and proposed this to be a free event to the youth.  The cost would be up to $2000.00.  It was suggested that each youth bring 2 cans of food.  M/S/A. Funding to be paid out of operating expenses.
