Who is Eligible to Apply:

Program Details:
· Supplemental funds will be provided at the rate of $1 matched for every $3 raised up to the amount approved by the Lutheran Community Services Team.  

· Recipients can be non-profit organizations working for flood and/or tornado relief or individual families

· Until October 1st, priority for funding will be committed to emergency disaster needs.  Food, shelter, medical needs, and basic child welfare will have top priority. After October 1st, if funds remain, we will consider other disaster-related requests.

· Last day to request funding is December 16.   Final reports must be submitted by Noon December 29.
What Types of Activities are Eligible for Supplemental Funding?
· Fundraisers must multiply the supplemental funding from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans a minimum of three times.  
· Work-service projects conducted by volunteers who contribute their time to clean/rebuild/ improve/renovate the homes of individuals/families or the grounds/facilities of a non-profit organization.  
What Types of Activities are NOT Eligible for Supplemental Funding?

· Activities with an insufficient number of Thrivent households participating in the project.
· Activities that are not related to the recent tornados or flooding in Iowa.
· Activities with insufficient local investment or involvement.
· If the activity is already receiving Chapter funding through Care Abounds in Communities, the activity will not be eligible for Iowa Disaster Response supplemental funding.
