This article, requested by President Joy, is an
explanation of the timeline for the MAG Committee and
how the grants are chosen.

In February of the odd numbered years (next one is
2009), the Mission Grant request forms for the LWML
Ohio District convention the following year (next one is
2010) are presented to the Board of Directors. In March,
Grant Request Forms and Guidelines are sent to anyone
wishing to apply for a Mission grant at the next District
Convention.

The Grant Request forms are also sent to the District
Office, the Seminary, Zone Presidents, and others who
request them. All are required to fill them out, make 10
copies and send them to the Vice President of Gospel
Outreach by October 31%. If they are not postmarked by
that date, they will not be considered for approval on the
ballot.

During the late winter of the convention year, the
Mission Advocacy and Grants Committee along with the

Fifty-one women of the Lutheran Women’s Missionary
League, Toledo Zone, met on Saturday, October 4, 2008 for
their Fall Rally at Good Shepherd Lutheran Church,
Toledo.

Vice President of Gospel Outreach sort, read, discuss, and pray
about these grants. At the February meeting before the convention,
the grants chosen to be on the ballot are presented to the Executive
Committee for approval.

In April and May in the year of the Convention, Mission Grant
Ballots are created and sent to the Parliamentarian and District
President for review and approval. After they are approved, the
ballots are printed for convention delegates and others eligible to
vote. After Grant recipients are chosen at the convention, the MAG
Committee sends congratulatory letters to them, and letters of regret
to the rest. Throughout the biennium, the VP of Gospel Outreach
then works with the treasurer to see that when funds are available,
they are presented in a timely fashion.
