	Current Response 
	Strategies/ Support Needed

	Housing
	Immediate crisis, 50 Travel Trailers available- industry shutdown until July 15 over 250 persons displaced.
	Temporary Housing Sources, Travel Trailers, camps…thinking creatively

	Point of Contact
	Clients with unmet needs now, have funds from FEMA but may not be enough or client may not know how to develop a disaster recovery plan. Those with unmet needs are currently being referred to ARC and CERT Outreach members for review.
	Case Manager for the State is desired, to become the point person for FEMA, review cases, send to appropriate agencies or LTRC. Help individual counties identify Caseworkers and Train them to conduct disaster recovery planning with clients.

	Case Training
	No Caseworkers trained or available across the state
	Case Management Training, that is consistent across the state, with developed criteria agreeable to all counties and LTRC agencies.

	Donations
	Gardens as primary means of food for the winter now destroyed, Personal Property Losses excessive with $3million in basic essential items needed for living.
	Donations Strategy, appropriate for needs. Needs assessment is desired to provide list of items needed, in addition a warehouse for building materials is needed.  Building material donations will also be required.

	Volunteers
	Local Voluntary Organizations in many counties are responding and relieving immediate needs, such as food, clean up kits, medical supplies, mattresses.  Resources and energies are depleting.  Continuing need for clean up in other counties besides Floyd County.
	Volunteer Coordinator for the state to develop and match needs in the community for clients to local and state agencies, as well as national groups looking for volunteer projects. 6-9 month onsite Volunteer is needed to develop Long Term Recovery planning and implementation programs.

	Emotional and Spiritual Care
	Leaders in some communities are affected and having difficulty with recovery due to fatigue and feeling overwhelmed.
	Assessment by National Organizations on the communities impacted by disaster, support to local leaders, guidance on the role of the church or organization in Long Term Recovery is desired from National Denominations.

	Financial Support
	National and State Voluntary Agencies have contributed heavily during the response phase contributing over $2 million in assistance, depleting recovery resources.  Kentucky Interchurch Disaster Response Program has $20,000, Presbyterians have sent $10,000 to Eminence, UMCOR have sent $10,000 to Eminence and put out the appeal for funds, CWS has put out the appeal for funds, Disciples of Christ have sent $1,000 to Eminence.  EKCORE has $15,000.  Unsure beyond that what resources have been sent into the 73 other impacted Counties.  The State of KY has no disaster relief fund.
	The unmet needs are estimated to reach over $2 million. What resources have been sent from National Organizations?  What other resources are anticipated? Volunteer labor will help reduce that amount, but fund raising is needed badly.

	Undeclared Counties
	Increasing numbers of Disaster survivors are reporting needs in undeclared counties for assistance.
	Planning with and for those counties to provide case work and resources has been identified.

	Fragmentation
	74 Counties declared, unmet needs spread over multiple counties.  Most community leaders feeling they want to respond to their own county. With a very few recognizing the need to develop better multi-county recovery plans.
	Statewide coordinating mechanism to help funnel needs and resources to local committees. National guidance to local leaders is desired, recognizing the needs to join together across counties and across the state for financial support, material goods and volunteer work teams.

Other Issues:

1. Area agencies trying to assist are hard pressed for resources and are discouraged.

2. Victims are also very discouraged and are looking for someone to help with basic assistance.  (A place to live, something to eat and clothes to wear.  There will be a need for school supplies for the children.   The summer gardens most plant for winter food where mostly washed away in the flood.  There were a lot of new victims in this disaster.)

3. FEMA is working with the travel trailer program because there are very few places available to rent but several states are asking for travel trailers at the same time and the industry will shut down for a week starting this week end.

4. NVOAD‑ Please contact your agency personnel who work in Eastern Kentucky to offer assistance, information and encouragement.  Please encourage them to work together in a collaborative way between counties.  There is a history in the area of some counties not working together.

5. Some of the area NVOAD contacts are not aware of what their own agency does or how to access information or assistance from them.
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
