How many Congregational Coordinators are needed and what do they do?  
Three congregational coordinators are needed per congregation and they act as the contact for their church between the home office and the chapter leadership team.  They keep their church and Thrivent members informed of happenings and important events.  The following is a suggested division of duties for coordinators.

Coordinator 1.   

· Keep track of Care In Congregation Funds ($1,300 or $1,600)
· Two ways to pre-register projects- 1.  www.thrivent.com, members only, Congregational Coordinator Administration; 2.  Call  1-800-236-3736
· Report the results after project is over.

· Mail the Care in Congregation Envelop to Chapter’s Financial Director.

Coordinator 2.

· Order the baptismal medallions and confirmation crosses.

· Order the Kit of Kits- Member Benefits for display at church.

· Inform chapter board of events happening at their congregation to the         Events Director or Chapter Leadership board.
· Report non-funded activities to Chapter’s Record Director.

Coordinator 3.

· Inform Thrivent members of funding amount and do planning session for the use of supplemental funds.
· Keep Thrivent members informed of chapter happenings by calling 
a meeting monthly or when needed.

· Request the Thrivent membership list for congregation.

· Coordinate events as needed per chapter request – fall election.

Do Congregational Coordinator have to attend chapter’s monthly meetings?

No.  But they are welcomed to attend.

Do Congregational Coordinators have to organize the events to use congregational funds?   No, but they can be a part of the six different households needed to do projects.
