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“WHAT IS PAST IS PROLOGUFE”

These words are carved into the facade of the National Archives
building in Washington, DC: What is past is prologue”™: the words
are taken from Shakespeare’s play entitled “The Tempest”.

Ecclesiastes chapter one, verse nine, said it in these words.
“‘What has been, will be again what has been done will be done
again. There is nothing new under the sun.”

Today, we in this country agonize over problems that seem to be
almost insurmountable. We are inundated daily with new crises,
with ever-growing doubts about the paths we are being taken
down by those who hold the reins of government tightly in their
hands.

As we fear for the future, let us remember our past in which we
met and overcame unexpected challenges that threatened our
country.

In 1973, a Canadian radio broadcaster who had become an
American citizen gave a broadcast that is as relevant today as it
was then. The words he spoke were eloquent proof that the past
is truly prologue to the future.

The broadcaster was Mr. Gordon Sinclair. His broadcast was
simply titled “The Americans”. It was, like so many heartfelt
statements, brief and to the point. Mr. Sinclair reminded us that in
times past, we overcame the challenges that threatened our
existence. He said “the hope and character of the American
people would be prologue to the way in which we would meet and
defeat the challenges of his day.

President Reagan, in hearing Mr. Sinclair's comments, was
impressed and wrote that” | know | speak for all Americans in
saying that the radio editorial of Mr. Sinclair praising the
accomplishments of the United States was a wonderful
inspiration.”
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It was not only critics abroad who forgot this nation’s many great
achievements, but even critics here at home. Mr. Sinclair
reminded us to take pride in our nation’s fundamental values.

The challenges we face today are not new. They have challenged
us many times and in many forms since the birth of this nation and
since the birth of this nation, we have been blessed by God with
those who left behind writings which can be just as enlightening
today as they were when first written. One such forefather of our
country was Samuel Adams.

On November 22,1780, Mr. .Adams wrote a letter to Mr. Thomas
Wells in which he said “if ever a time should come when vain and
aspiring men shall possess the highest seats in our government,
our country will stand in need of its experienced patriots to prevent
its ruin.”

My friends, always remember how God has blessed us in the past
and have confidence that God will continue to bless us now and in
our future.

Let me share with you some of the word from our Lord that can
bring us peace and solace in our fears. Proverbs 27:5 says:” |
wait for the Lord, my soul waits, and in his word | hope.” Proverbs
28:2 says:” where there is moral rot within a nation, it's
government topples easily, but with wise and knowledgeable
leaders, there is stability.” Proverbs 29:12 says: “if a ruler honors
liars, all his advisors will be wicked”.

Continue to believe in God and his love for us. Continue to pray
for his guidance and salvation. Continue to stand for what is
morally right and true.

May God bless you and give you peace as you gain strength in
the knowledge that he will never forsake us or this wonderful land
he has given us.
