Rev. David Froemmind

| did not grow up in the
Lutheran church, yet with a Lutheran
father convert, looking back now on
that side of the family tree, everyone
is Lutheran. E. Clifford Nelson edited
a book entitledrhe Lutherans in
North America.If you have Lutheran
ancestry and want to know how and
why they arrived herehis book will
give you the history. Mine came to
the Milwaukee area from Prussia in
the mid to later 19 century, and
called their congregatidfreistadt;
meaning “free city.” They did not like
the reforms of King Frederick
Wilhelm 111, who abandoned the
Lutheran liturgy. Lake Michigan

served as a reminder of the Baltic Sea.

It is interesting to note the
impact that the migration to North
America had upon the Lutheran
tradition. Those impacts are still with
us. The main factor was a shortage of
clergy to serve in a new land. The
result was the loss of communion
being celebrated on a weekly basis.
Back in the old country it was that
way. As they say, miss a generation,
and you lose a tradition. | hear all
sorts of reasons for communion being

celebrated less than weekly, but none
of them are grounded in history, or in
our articles of faith. Case in point, my
classmate Pastor John Autio, serves in
the UP, where the Finnish Lutherans
settled. They arrived in the early"20
century, and had enough pastors to
serve their churches. Guess what?
They never stopped the tradition of
weekly communion.

At this year’s synod assembly |
drafted a resolution calling for us to
look again at our history and tradition
regarding Our Lord’s Supper. The
resolution passed. I'm respectful of
our local traditions. At the same time,
I have called upon the church, at our
synod level, to do its homework on
our history, and to tell the rest of the
story.
