But 
a closer reading of these books in their 
actual settings tells us that what was 
being celebrated was the end of 
oppression – from Babylon in Daniel, 
from Rome in Revelation.  And with 
the end of oppression, we have a new 
beginning – Advent – and we hear this  
 
 
 

By the tender mercy of our 
God, the dawn from on high 

will break upon us – 
Luke 1:78 

 
 And all our attention turns 
from gloom to hope, from darkness to 
light shining in the darkness.  This is 
the story that sustains our faith.  When 
our human efforts fail us, God starts 
something new in Jesus Christ!  And 
our world needs this story, not the 
story of doom that Hollywood will 
repackage again and sell to the public.  
Our world needs the story of 
transformation, liberation, new life.  
This is a time for us to think of how 
God’s Word is calling us to a new 
awakening in our own lives, and to 
anticipate greater things from the one 
who comes to us – Jesus Christ.  From 
fall into Advent, from season endings, 
we come to the beginning – the alpha 
– A…so – watch for signs – not of 
endings, but of beginnings!
