Amidst the readings of 
these parables we have the story of 
the disciples caught in a storm at 
sea. The message is that our faith 
will unsettle us at times in order to 
stir us to deeper faith and actions 
as God’s Spirit comes to us. 
 This economy has unsettled 
many people, some literally from 
their homes.  We are forced to look 
again at our values, our lifestyles, 
and our priorities.  It is a time to 
hear again the Gospel, for God’s 
Spirit is at work in the midst of this 

“economic whirlwind.”  This is a 
time to reflect upon the many ways 
we are called to serve in ways that 
uphold the dignity of people 
through the strengthening of 
economic justice and community 
values. 
 I am continually encouraged 
by our ongoing outreach in your 
making of midwife and hospice 
kits once again for synod 
assembly.  Thank you for your 
dedication and service to this 
ongoing ministry. 
 May our church communities 
continue to support one another in 
the mission to do God’s will here 
in Grant County.  Be sure to check 
out the add for St. Paul’s fish fry 
this July, as well as our combined 
worship in Memorial Park this 
August. 
God of passion, God unsleeping, 
stir in us love’s restlessness!
