Care in Regions® Acknowledgment Document
Care in Regions brings Thrivent Financial for Lutherans members, financial representatives and other volunteers together to make a significant difference for a cause that is meaningful in their region.

Funds for this program are not required to flow through a chapter checking account. However, the Manager of Lutheran Community Services must obtain acknowledgement of funds raised and chapter involvement for all Care in Regions activities. This acknowledgement should be in the form of a letter or other document signed by the recipient or an officer or leader of the not-for-profit recipient organization. An e-mail message that clearly identifies in the signature block the organization and the officer/leader providing the acknowledgement also is acceptable. For legal purposes, documentation must be retained by the Regional Financial Office for seven years.
Correspondence from organizations must be addressed to the Manager of Lutheran Community Services and provide the following information: 

· Name of recipient (for social and educational activities list “Thrivent Financial members” as the recipient and ask a participating chapter leader to sign the letter).

· Organization name, if applicable.

· Date of the activity.

· Activity Description.

· Thrivent Financial’s fair share of funds raised.

· Names of Thrivent chapters involved.

· Description of how Thrivent chapters were involved.

· Signature and title of an officer/leader of the organization, or signature block if using e-mail.
