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You will need:

1. One wire coat hanger.

2. Two bundles of Red-Heart Yarn. (any color you choose. I used Forest Green)

3. 8 bundles of Eyelash Yarn. (any color you choose. I mixed mine with Green and White)

Make your coat hanger into a circle and fold the hanger part down so that it is pointing toward the middle of your circle.

Pattern Instructions:

R1 - Single Crochet all the way around the hanger. (do not bunch to close or spread to far apart. Quarter of an inch between stitches or a bit less is perfect)

R2 – 3 Double Crochet in each prior Single Stitch. (Full Circle)

R3 – 3 Double Crochet in each prior Double Stitch. (Full Circle) 

· Gets really curly at this point.      

R4 – 1 Double Crochet in each prior Double Stitch. (Full Circle)

R5 – *Single Crochet, Chain 3, Single Crochet in next stitch.* You will use the base yarn still and add 2 strands of eyelash yarn and repeat the sc, ch3, sc in next stitch till done.
Is a massive yarn hog and takes a lot of time, but worth it!
