	2007 activity and project request deadline
	Dec. 15: suggested last day service teams can submit 2007 activity requests to chapter leadership boards. A chapter leadership board may establish an earlier deadline if desired.

Dec. 20: last day (no exceptions) that any activity/funding request can be entered online for any of the three chapter Care programs; that previously approved funding amounts can be changed; that additional disbursements can be added to an existing activity.
Dec. 31: all 2007 activities should be reported, if possible. While 2007 activities can be reported after this date, it’s desirable to meet the Dec. 31 date for accounting purposes.

	Funding flow
	Congregational coordinator requests funds from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans.  After the activity has been conducted and reported on, Thrivent Financial makes a check payable to the congregation, and sends it to the congregations.
	Thrivent Financial for Lutherans sends funds to the chapter leadership board, which then disburses the funds based on the activity request originally provided by the community service team.
	Local funds raised go directly to recipient organization.  Supplemental funds go directly to payee indicated during approval process from Thrivent Financial. Chapters do not accept or disburse any funds.

	Funds available
	As an annual program, funds are made available to the congregational coordinator in early January for that calendar year.
	As an annual program, funds are made available to the chapter leadership board in early January for that calendar year.
	As an annual program, funds are made available to the MLCS in early January for that calendar year.

	Funding limitations for activities
	$100 minimum per activity.

No maximum for fund-raising activities provided the remaining funds available are not exceeded.
