Board of Directors Meeting
May 17, 2007

Director reports:

Christy is officially asking for help with setting up the Web page from the congregation.  She also mentioned that the church sign by Johnson Lake needs maintenance as it is almost covered by vegetation.  Chuck will see what needs to be done.
Mark informs us that Steve Schutz is retiring as Elder.  We thank him for his many years of service.  Jon Davis will also be leaving and both of these positions will need to be filled.  We also thank him for his service.
Codina reports the youth still have approximately $3,750 yet to raise for attending the National Youth Conference.  Thank you to the youth who made the effort to sell the Villager pies (and the parents behind the youth).  Next fund raisers will be with Little Debbie Snack and a car wash.  An e-mail was received from the Nebraska District office to inform the youth about a special breakfast at Conference for just Nebraska youth, additional cost will be $25/person. This event will include time with one of the performing bands.
No reports from Social Ministry, Stewardship or Worship.

Pastors report is attached.   He shared with us an article from the District Mission newsletter about our Midweek project of sending care packages to tsunami victims in southern India.  The Board also discussed and agreed that memorial purchases need to be approved by the Board.  

OLD BUSINESS:
