“Abandon Ship”

A few years ago the bishop had the title, “Abandon Ship,” for one of her pieces in the synod
newsletter. She wasn’t talking about seafaring, though—she wanted us to abandon the use of
the word, “stewardship.”

Why, you might ask, would the bishop of 187 congregations in New England want people to
stop using the word “stewardship”? Wouldn’t she want us to talk about stewardship-- the
proper use of our time, talent and treasure?

Actually, the bishop did want us to talk about the proper use of our time, talent and treasure.
But she noticed that whenever anyone used the word, “stewardship” around the church, that
everyone tuned out. “Stewardship” has become the word that means the annual pledge drive,
like they do on public radio. Nobody likes a pledge drive. And so people do the equivalent to
turning to another station—they stop listening.

But the word that is translated as “stewardship” in the New Testament has nothing to do with
pledge drives. The word is actually oikonomia, where we get our word “economy.”

Oikonomia is the combination of two Greek words: oikos, meaning “house” and nemo,
meaning “to divide, distribute, or apportion.” Oikonomia had to do with the administration of a
household, and the oikonomos, or steward, was the one who did the management for the
master.

If you “abandon ship” and use the word “steward” instead of “stewardship,” suddenly you are
no longer talking about a pledge drive where people pay dues and get benefits. Suddenly you
are talking about each person being a steward, a servant who has charge over resources that are
not his own.

During the month of November, we will be focusing on our life as stewards, and talking in
particular about what this means for our relationship to our financial resources. Through temple
talks, sermons, and prayer, we will look at what the Bible has to say about money and faith.
Then on November 15, we will celebrate the gifts of the congregation with a special worship
and luncheon. Each family will have the opportunity to make an estimate of their financial
giving for the coming year on that day, but the focus of this effort will remain solidly on
sharing generously what God has given us, and not on the church’s need for fundraising.

The psalmist exclaims, “The earth is the Lord’s and all therein!” Indeed, everything belongs to
God. All that we have is on loan to us. We are stewards, and we manage the gift of our lives
for God. Join us on the journey in the coming weeks, and see how joyful it can be to “abandon
ship.”
