Romans 3:23-24 since all 
have sinned and fall 
short of the glory of God; 
and all are justified by 
the free gift of his grace 
through being set free in 
Christ Jesus. 
 Here is the text for 
October 25th, Reformation 
Sunday.   This is the text that 
inspired Martin Luther.  Yet, in 
Paul – the writer’s context, we 
really ought to try reading it 
sometime along with chapters 1 
and 2 of his letter to the Romans.  
If I comment on it too much here 
– you may not be inclined to 
read these chapters together for 
yourself.  So I won’t.  But I will 
say this much; had we all spent 
more time with these chapters, 
our church wide sexuality vote 
this past August would have 
been better understood. 
 It is fall, but is it just 
another season, or are there 
changes in our world, and in our 
environment?  Like the above 
text, it is all too easy to look at 
the world through the same set 
of lenses, seeing what we know, 
instead of knowing what we see.  
Who can comprehend the 
complexities of our modern 
global economic system?  Who 

can comprehend the weather 
patterns?  Paul points out that we 
all fall short of the glory of God. 
God is God and we are not. 
There is something about this 
line that as it condemns us all it 
frees us all.  No one has a crystal 
ball (not even The Farmer’s 
Almanac!)…and we are not 
beholden to any human 
predictions and forecasts! 
 Grace is gift; it cannot be 
earned!  Not even our correct 
sexual orientation can save us 
(go back and read Romans!).  
The gospel is this unsettling and 
this freeing.  We do not get to 
stand in judgment (we have no 
excuse – no matter who we are – 
Romans 2:1).  We are all called 
to faith (no mere knowledge of 
things) but a trust in God’s grace 
and mercy that is far greater than 
our own.  This is what the 
Reformation was founded upon, 
and nothing less.
