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     This is a beautiful line for us to 
pray in a season when we 
anticipate the celebration of 
Pentecost – the coming of the Holy 
Spirit to the disciples, and the birth 
of the church. 
     We say that we believe in the 
Holy Spirit during the 3rd article of 
the Apostle’s Creed.  In his Small 
Catechism, Martin Luther explains 
the meaning of the 3rd article in the 
following way: 
     I believe that I cannot by my 
own understanding or effort 
believe in Jesus Christ my Lord, or 
come to him.  But the Holy Spirit 
has called me through the Gospel, 
enlightened me with his gifts, and 
sanctified and kept me in true 
faith. 
     Luther’s understanding of faith 
in Christ should help us understand 
why we as followers of Christ are 
called to prayer, for we are 
dependent upon God’s grace.  
Prayer was central to the life of 
Jesus.  Mark 6:4, after saying 
farewell to them, he went up on the 
mountain to pray. Jesus gives his 
disciples this instruction, Luke 
6:28, bless those who curse you, 
pray for those who abuse you. 
Saint Paul wrote, 1 Thessalonians 

5:17 pray without ceasing, and 
Peter would pray, Acts 10:9, About 
noon the next day, as they were on 
their journey and approaching the 
city, Peter went up on the roof to 
pray. 
    Some of you have expressed joy 
in your praying for others during 
our prayer initiative mailings, 
while others have wondered why 
they should pray for another.  We 
pray in church for the ill and those 
in need.  But, prayer in God’s 
Word is not limited to those times 
only.  Prayer is for the well being 
of our communities and the 
individuals whom we are joined to 
in the Body of Christ through our 
faith.  Prayer is for the work of 
God’s Spirit to build our 
communities faith in Jesus Christ, 
so that we may continue in our 
mission as God’s church here in 
Grant County, as we serve others 
and our world. 
    To simplify our prayer ministry 
mailing, we will publish a list of 
prayer partners in each newsletter, 
by selecting 6 names from each 
congregation of Christ Lutheran 
and St. Paul Lutheran churches.  
This will eliminate extra postage 
used in our current prayer 
mailings. My recommendations – 
simply pray to the Holy Spirit – 
use the line from above.  Prayer 
needs to be intentional; we need to 
take time from our hectic world to 

do it, or it does not happen.  Watch 
for a listing of prayer partners in 
our June/July edition.
