The national assembly of the
ELCA has met in Minneapolis, MN,
August 17-23. There was much
debate and discussion over a ministry
policy recommendation for finding
ways to work with congregations that
choose locallyto call clergy that are in
same-gender committed monogamous
relationship. This recommendation
takes place within a larger context of a
recommendation entitled “Human
Sexuality: Gift and Trust.” The
church is calling for commitment,
respect, care and love in all
relationships.

Never before has a two-thirds
majority been required to pass a
recommendation. The
recommendation met the two-thirds
requirement and has passed. The
media will center in on controversy. |
do not want us to lose the larger
context in which we have been
presented with in “Human Sexuality:
Gift and Trust.” Here is a concise
summary of the ministry
recommendation within the context of
what has been voted on and passed.

* We are all sinners of God’
redeeming (Romans 3:21-
26).

 We are all called to express
our sexuality in committed
monogamous relationships,
through respect, care, trust
and love.

* The church is called upon to
address the sexual
exploitation in our culture
and world.

*  Those who work for our
church in same sex
committed relationships are

entitled to health insurance
and pension benefits.

e The church is called upon to
address the AIDS/HIV crisis.

e Congregations now have a
local option to call a pastor
who is in a same sex
committed monogamous
relationship.

* The church is called upon to
be welcoming toward all
people regardless of their
sexual orientation.

Amidst disagreement within the

ELCA, we are called to stay in
conversation, study, prayer and
relationship. 1 invite all of you with
questions and concerns to engage me
in conversation. The guiding scripture
for the assembly is Colossians 3:13
Bearwith one another and, if anyone
has a complaint against another,
forgive each other; just as the Lord
has forgiven you, so you also must
forgive.

National Assembly Resolutions
